We tried to 
remember that this was the first and most 
important thing, the only thing necessary, 
and the most beautiful gift we could give to 
the people we met throughout the city. 
The art of loving became the natural law 
for us which created a beautiful 
atmosphere among us and it also urged 
us to go out towards others to give all 
of ourselves to them.
