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She looked up at me 
and, still sobbing, 
started to tell me her 
story.  
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«I was walking home 
from school when I saw a 
girl crying desperately by 
the side of the road.

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The Word of Life for this 
month doesn’t 
emphasize one particular 
aspect of Jesus’ teaching 
(for example, forgiving 
others when they offend 
us, or being detached 
from wealth, etc.). 
Instead, it leads us to 
the very root of 
Christian life,  that is, 

I thought, “I wonder 
what happened to her?” 
Without a moment’s 
hesitation I went over 
and asked if I could 
help in any way.   When we are 

determined to live the 
words of Jesus, and 
especially his 
commandment to love 
others, which sums up 
all the words of God and 
all his commandments, 
we begin to notice 
that, at least in  
some small way, 
Jesus is the “bread”  
of our lives. He is 
the one who fulfils  
every desire we have in 
our hearts, he is the 
source of our joy, of our 
light.  

This is an 
enormous act of 
love for our 
neighbors, 
because in this 
way they get to 
know what real 
life is, the life that 
will never die. 
What more could 
anyone possibly 
want? 

When she was very 
little, her mom had 
died. This loss was so 
painful that she felt her 
life had no meaning. As 
I listened to her, I 
decided to forget all I 
had planned to do, 
and just stay with her 
and love her - to 
concentrate only on 
her.  

We kept talking 
and then I told her 
something about 
myself. When I 
was three years 
old, I also lost my 
mom. It took me a 
while, but then I 
understood that 
my life couldn’t 
just stop because 
of this pain. I had 
discovered that I 
have a Father, 
God, who loves 
me immensely. 

This love of his has
 filled up all the
 empty parts of my
 life!  
I told her how I was trying
 to respond to God’s love
 by loving others. My new
 friend was so happy
 that she kept thanking
 me, and when we
 parted, she looked like
 a different person. 
This unexpected meeting
 was very important for
 me.
