friends	
  and	
  I	
  collected	
  things	
  that	
  were	
  
essential	
  for	
  them,	
  like	
  mattresses,	
  clothes	
  
and	
  food.	
  It	
  took	
  us	
  eight	
  hours	
  to	
  drive	
  to	
  
that	
  town	
  where	
  we	
  saw	
  all	
  those	
  people	
  
in	
  a	
  state	
  of	
  desperation.	
  We	
  listened	
  to	
  
them,	
  cried	
  with	
  them,	
  hugged	
  them	
  and	
  
tried	
  to	
  comfort	
  them.	
  One	
  family	
  told	
  us:	
  
‘Our	
  little	
  girl	
  was	
  in

Now,	
  through	
  your	
  love,	
  we	
  have	
  the	
  
strength
